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¶ Lung cancer is the leading cancer killer in both men 
and women in the United States. In 1987, it  sur-
passed breast cancer to become the leading  cause of 
cancer deaths in women.1 

¶ Lung cancer causes more deaths than the next three 
most common cancers combined. An esti mated 
159,390 Americans were expected to die  from 
lung cancer in 2009, or about 28 percent of  all can-
cer deaths.2 

¶ Approximately 364,996 Americans are living with 
lung cancer.3 In 2009, an estimated 219,440 new 
cases of lung cancer were expected to be diagnosed, 
or about 15 percent of all cancer diagnoses.4 Non-
Small Cell Lung Cancer makes up nearly 85% of all 

lung cancer.5 

¶ Lung cancer is the most common cancer worldwide, 
accounting for 1.3 million deaths annually.

6 

¶ More than half of people with lung cancer die within 
one year of being diagnosed.7  

¶ Many lung cancer victims were nonsmokers. Radon 
exposure is estimated to be the second leading cause 

of lung cancer, accounting for an estimated 15,000 to 
22,000 lung cancer deaths each year. The majority of 
these deaths occur among smokers since there is a 
greater risk for lung cancer when smokers also are 
exposed to radon.8 

¶ Lung cancer can also be caused by occupational ex-
posures, including asbestos, uranium, and fuels used 
to manufacture iron in smelters, blast furnaces, and 

foundries).9  

¶ The National Institutes of Health estimate that cancers 
cost the United States $219 billion in 2007.10 It is esti-

mated that approximately $9.6 billion per year is 
spent in the United States on lung cancer treatment 
alone.11
